Storytelling template for BICOM meeting
The purpose of the story sharing exercise is to help us explore (a) the diversity of medical interpreting situations in our different countries (especially ad hoc ones); (b) the different ways we each ‘frame’ interpreting situations and what we each see as the key issues; and (c) the different conceptual, theoretical and methodological perspectives that might be used to research the issues.  
Who is this story about? (for example ‘a doctor, a patient, and her child who is interpreting’)
What is the setting?  (for example, a GP consultation in England)

What happened in the story?  (tell a real story; start at the beginning and say the events in the order they occurred)
How did the people in the story feel and why?  (identify the key emotions and try to explain them)
What does this story illustrate about interpreting issues in your own country and setting?  For example, consider
· Demographic (patterns of migration, interpreting need) 

· Organisational (how services are organised)

· Sociological (e.g. roles and expectations) 
· Economic (resource allocation and priorities)

· Cultural (symbols and meaning-systems)

What questions or issues does this story raise for our learning group?
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
